Born in Kusunti, Lalitpur, he is
taken as a hot cake and lines himself among the most
expensive actor in the Industry. Pradip, who has acted in
about half a dozen movies and have been released four
movies at his disposal so far, keeps even keen interest in
politics. To add more, he did his +2 in Management from
Prasadi Academy and now an MBA degree holder from
Lord Buddha College in Marketing wishes to join politics
in future. The following conversation with the celeb on
the various topics like education, movies, life, politics, and
society has been prepared by Prasadians.
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my own. So much so that, whenever I used to watch the
concert at Jawalakhel, I used to imagine myself being on
the stage with a big name. While I was doing my +2, I
thought of being an anchor. In that connection, I gave
audition for Nepal 1 television. I remember, out of nervous,
I couldn’t utter a word. Sadly, I was advised to take training
for two or three months. I did the marketing for that channel
and followed them seeking advertisements for the
company. To my bad luck I didn’t get chance to appear on
the television. Being frustrated, I swerved to be model
rather than a program host. Later, I longed for movies.

Q: When did you start acting in movies?
Pradip: May be in 2012. Even after doing two music videos,
I wasn’t offered for the movies. Due to strong desire to
come in the film, me along with my colleagues made a
team and produced a movie “Thulo Manche”.
Unfortunately, I was denied a role of hero. So to say, the

Q: Which is your debut movie?
Pradip: Well, I started from “Prem Geet”.

Q: How many movies you have ever acted on
so far?
Pradip: Right now..er.. I am going through with my
fifth movie. Four of movies have been released so
far. The works of the three movies are going on
therefore.

Q:  For you which one is your best movie?
Pradip: “Prem Geet”, my first movie, is my best. It
is because it gave me an identity.

Q: Tell us something about your childhood
days?
Pradip: I was born in Kusunti, Lalitpur and there I
did my schooling from Nursery to Ten. Actually,I
am brought up in a strict environment. Honestly
speaking, I hadn’t crossed Ring Road and even
hadn’t seen Dhahara and Pashupati till my SLC.
My family members used to drop me up to AVM
School as it was my SLC exam center. I would get
chance to be out of home and Ring Road when I
got chance to act in Nepal Television Show Bhura
Bhuri ,directed by Ashif Shah.

Q. Have you ever acted in music video?
Pradip: With a great expectation to be renown, at
first I entered in the music video field and I did two
music videos also. But, it wasn’t so as I expected.
To be frank, I didn’t get the expected outcome so I
stopped doing it even though it was hard to get the
chance.Then I opted for films for the bigger and
better future.

Q: Was it in your mind to be in the film line at
the beginning or you made up later?
Pradip: It wasn’t though. Long time back, when I
got a chance in the program “Bhura Bhuri” for Nepal
Television, people around my house started talking
about me even at the parties. I felt good to have
little bit name from that television show. It was the
show to make people scape goat “a laughing stuff”
.Deep down I had a feeling to have recognition of
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lead role of a dance teacher particularly didn’t suit me in
which, Keki Adhikari was the heroine. I was limited only
up to the one of the investors. Afterward, I made a movie
“Scape”, but a failure one. I worked in that and merely
collected experiences of big screen and pasting  posters
around the city.

Q: Please tell us something about your educational
journey?
Pradip: I wasn’t from an educated family. I secured
distinction in SLC. I was the first to score distinction in my
school’s history and I was the sixth batch. Things are
different at present.  My sister has completed MBBS and
I am an MBA. In school I used to guide my friends. Sadly,
during SLC, I was expelled from the exam hall as I taught
Accountancy to my friends. Moreover, I would be first in
class. After SLC, many of my friends joined science
however; being a distinction holder student I opted for
Management because I used to think that eventually to
manage everything is the task of management. Nobody
was there to advise me what to study next. Fortunately, I
got admission in Prasadi Academy after a much hustle.
In Prasadi, it took me time to fit in the system. Honestly
speaking, I was scolded twice or more by Chief Sir
because I used to be late for school, long stylish hair and
dared to come school applying “GAJAL” in my eyes. Even,

I had experienced various nature of punishment like,
I had to “stand up” in front of office and at times I
had to do “sit up”. Usually, me and my friends were
the victims due to our mischievous activities.

Q: What is the great lesson that you learnt
from Prasadi Academy?
Pradip: Truly speaking, mainly two things:
importance of time and hard working habit.

Q: What do you think is an essential for
study?
Pradip:  I think, Discipline is the most important for
study. As there is a saying “Study Smart, Not hard”
for me anybody can read and write and rote learning
is useless. Reading Smart is a most to success. I
remember my Mathematics teacher who used to
be never satisfied with the marks I would obtain. I
used to get irritated by his behavior. More
assignments, more practice always more and
more…… Surprisingly, after the result once in the
morning he called me to congratulate me when I
got distinction. Then, I realized the teachers always
think about the betterment of the students.

Q: What you would have opted if not in
movies?
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Pradip: After +2 in management, many of my friends
chose Chartered Accountancy as it was a trend to
do so and BBA was the second choice. Frankly
speaking, I loathed official 10 to 5 job. In time I
gave up joining CA just because, I wanted to be a
boss in future. Then, I joined BBA in Ace
Management College. At that mean time, I was
suggested to go USA by my kiths and kins, so, I
withdrew my admission from Ace College and
applied for the USA. To my Bad Luck, I wasn’t
granted Visa. I re-applied but got rejected by the
Embassy. For the first time, I got distressed
because till that date, I had never faced failure in
my life. On the other hand I lost my six consecutive
months of my academic life. Then, in that delirium
I joined BBA in Lord Buddha College affiliated to
Manipal University,Sikkim, India. It proved to be
fruitful for me because of its six months basis of
new intake system. Later on I even did MBA from
that college. I would take morning classes and on
the day I strolled around to seek the chances of
being  Anchor or model. During my BBA, I happened
to meet many people that enabled me to gain
experiences of the outdoor life. At that mean time,
after my MBA, I made a movie “Scape” but it turned
to be a failure one. Out of my frustration, I decided
to try abroad Australia. What a coincidence, I got a
break for “Prem Geet”. Indeed, the offer became
the turning point of my life.

Q: What do you think; your stardom is the
fruit of luck or hard work?
Pradip: Um…I think it is all about timeline. I mean,
sometime even a simple effort yields good results
and vice versa. And at times, a small input in a
right time harvests immensely. My “Prem  Geet”
proved the same. I was selected for “Prem Geet”
among many actors even though I was a novice in
the film line. The team found upon me something

who could match their expectation. I did have negative self-
image that was of my short height. To my luck, my height
didn’t matter a lot for the movie. However, I was emotionally
strong enough to face the camera without being nervous.
Thanks to my flop movie “Scape” which made me
experienced one. Interestingly, I was unable to get movies
despite three or four years struggle but, I got a chance in
“Prem Geet” through the photos that I gave for my
advertisement in some magazines. Therefore, we must
work hard but I think, we get achievement in a right time. It
requires a high level of patience to wait the right time.

Q: Do you have any secret related to study?
Pradip: During SLC I worked very hard. I used to study
late night and woke up early. I used to memorize the
lesson, words and sentences using various memory
power techniques. So to say, Smart study helped me a
lot.

Q: In your educational life, did you have any
favorite teachers?
Pradip: Particularly, it was nothing like that. I respected
and liked all of my teachers

Q: How do you find career in the industry?
Pradip: It is indeed a Herculian’s task to establish and
brand yourself in the film industry. Thanks to my all the
film lovers and my fans, I got a name in the industry and
till the date it’s pretty good. I must say I am nothing until
my fans and the film lovers support me. From my side, I
wouldn’t leave any stone unturned to give the best in this
entertainment industry.

Q: What is your future plan?
Pradip: …er…I will be in the industry for few years giving
my best. After that I will be doing Ph.D. ….Um…nothing
more than that planned yet.

Q: What do you think that gives happiness in life?
Pradip: I think …Success gives the most happiness in
life. So to say, if we got success in the work that we did
…would be more pleasant. However, one should start

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working on a new thing for the growth rather than being
boastful in their achievement.

Q: What is the turning point in your life?
Pradip: Obviously 2072 Earthquake. It was so, few months
before the earthquake I had applied Australia for student
Visa and the property valuation was about to be taken.
The valuation stopped due to the earthquake. At that mean
time, while I was in the tent due to earthquake, I got a
chance to take audition of “Prem Geet”. What I think today
hadn’t been there earthquake then I would have flown to
Australia or so. Hence, the quake became my turning point
of my life.

Q:  Please tell us about your achievements?
Pradip:  I got a debut actor award from the movie “Scape”
and From “Prem Geet-1”.  I was awarded by Best Cup.
“Prem Geet-2” helped me to be honored with Star of the
Year.

this field. If I don’t see either of them, most probably
I will join politics.

Q: Why do you wish to be a politician in
future?
Pradip: Rather than getting something, I would join
politics to contribute. For that I should be in a
position to give something. The prerequisite is, I
must have basic things of life at first. I think it is a
phase of getting satisfaction doing something for
the nation and for the welfare of common people.
Definitely, I would be in politics only when I would
be in the status of contributing something.

Q: What do you think one should seek the
opportunities or they come in time?
Pradip: To me, one should create the opportunities
themselves.  Only sometimes you may get the
chances by various others means like friends
circles, social relations etc. But, it is an obligatory

Q: Till the date you came up with a lover boy
image in the industry, why not in other featuring
types?
Pradip: For me, first and foremost LOVE is the theme of
my movies. Even if family, sports, national, action what
so ever movies are made, finally the plot hovers around
love. Next, my age, physics, dimensions don’t allow me
to do the role of father, wrestler or so. Furthermore, I might
have some limitations in acting, looks, emotional state
and the like. Finally, it depends on producer and what
overall I can cater to my audience as per their demand;
obviously I would be doing the same. For all these reason,
may be the audiences find me in this role. Things could
be different in future if I became a producer.

Q: If so, would you make this line as your career?
Pradip: To tell you truth, I am enjoying in this line. Till the
time favors me and I remain contented I wouldn’t leave

to create your opportunities. As there is a saying in
Nepali “ Bhagya Ma Cha Vanera Doko Ma Dudh
Duyera Adidaina” But if you use idea you can hold
the milk even in Doko (Basket).

Q: Please impart us the interesting
experiences of your childhood?
Pradip: I have few interesting childhood moments
to recall. In our field there used to be stack of hey.
There, we used to play wrestling and at times, we
used to get serious injured. Another was, while
playing hide and seek, I got trapped in a drawer
and my sister didn’t have idea to get it opened.
Somehow it was managed to be opened and I am
saved from being suffocated. I get my hairs up still
when I remember that. Likewise, during Dashain, I
would be in my maternal uncle’s house. The funny
moment was to have been fallen from the swing
as I used to get excited and swing high as much as
possible.

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Q: As it is aired that your movie “Dipendra
Sarkar” has been announced. Have you felt
any challenges for that?
Pradip:  To be honest, I myself created that
opportunity. So, I would love to face the challenges
that might come ahead. What I think is, we are still
not in the position of competing with international
movies but we can compete in concept and thought.
If the world can make movies of Hitler, Diana and
others, why not we make the movies of the famous
personalities of Nepal. In fact, this concept got
conceived in my mind long before I was assigned
to “Prem Geet”. Even the producers were
convinced. But, some of them questioned related
with the casting but the concept is different. We
are waiting for the right time to start it. We are in
hold because of factors like finding directors,
Investors etc.

Q: Are you happy with your present status?
Pradip: The most difficult thing is to be happy in
life. Honestly, I am happy with my present status.
I was the same even before. These days, I find
myself the luckiest to be liked and loved by many
of my fans. Nobody is sure what would happen in
future, and I am not an exceptional, but I would be
happy by recalling those heydays. To me, the most
precious things of human life are memories that
would be somewhere deep down in your heart
even if you lose everything in life. I would never
forget one of my fans approached to me having
escaped from hospital and another impressed
tattoos of my name. These and many others are
in my reminiscences enough to be happy ever.

Q: What is your plan about marriage?
Pradip: I am told that to remain in the industry being
hit, merely likes of the audiences aren’t sufficient
but they must love the artist. To my privilege, I am

being loved by my audiences; therefore I don’t like to break
their hearts by getting married early. Let them all get
married first,and then definitely, I would.

Q: What do you prefer arrange or love marriage?
Pradip: I don’t have a water tight principle related to
marriage. Nevertheless my family’s happiness keeps a
great value in my life. Therefore, I would seek their
acceptance and happiness when I get married.

Q: Except shooting, how would you spend your
days?
Pradip: If I am not in film works, I will be doing other house
hold works. Sometimes, I hang out with my friends and
watch movies. I meet my relatives and social friends.
Frankly, I am not keen on reading books.

Q: What things sadden and please you?
Pradip: Nothing particularly makes me unhappy.
Sometimes, people don’t realize and appreciate my hard
work and create challenges for me with much negativity
upsets me. Otherwise, my almost all movies are hit which
are just enough to make me happy.

Q:  In your opinion, what is a necessity for making
a good decision?
Pradip: This is a good question.Obviously, a good heart. I
think a decision that is for the welfare for many is the
good decision and it’s fairly easy provided you have a
kind heart. A righteous person never thinks and expects
bad for others.

Q: How do you take Nepalese entertainment?
Pradip: Nepalese entertainment industry is in growing
phase. Compared to the past, it is better. I wish, it would
progress and even international audiences would watch
Nepalese movies. I hope the time will come to represent
ourselves along with the industry in the international
platform.

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Q. How are you managing your time with your
family?
Pradip: My family members are happy with my present
status. It wasn’t so before I came in this field. I would be
stubborn in many of the cases. I recall the time when I
ran away from home because my parents denied buying
a motor bike for me.

Q: How do feel about your stardom?
Pradip: Frankly, I don’t prioritize much to the stardom. I
love acting and to watch movies. Most of all, I think I watch
my movies because I am flabbergasted to see myself on
screen. It’s a pleasing matter to get love from audiences
which, for me, cannot be bought by money. I feel good
when the audiences watch my movies and appreciate my
work through Social Medias. Truly, such love is precious
to me more than anything else.

Q: Being a famous actor, how are you performing
your social responsibility?
Pradip: I start with a reference to Bollywood: Amrish Puri
was slapped by an old woman in a village during a film
shoot. For the woman, he troubled a lot to the heroes. My
point is, people favours what we do on screen. Therefore,
I am very aware of not doing anything that would create a
negative image of me.I have a dream to do such films
where the main character would be the one who loves his
family, respect people, take love matters seriously, doing
something for country, a very positive in all respect and
the like.  I make sponsors involved in the social works,
who trust me.

Q. How do you define happiness?
Pradip: To me, a true contentment comes only if a person
is satisfied with the things he or she has. It also depends

on the perception to view the things. It’s simple,
one has to be happy with the things s/he possess
at the moment which many others don’t have. On
the contrary, it’s not good to feel bad comparing
yourself what others have which you don’t.

Q. What makes a person failure?
Pradip: If you start cheating yourself, I think, there
failure starts in one’s life. Hence, hard work and
dedication towards the work are the prerequisite
for the success.

Q. In your view, how a life becomes
meaningful?
Pradip: I think, life is meaningful only if we do
something good for others.

Q. Please share us your weaknesses.
Pradip: Sure….I trust others and get brain washed
by them easily therefore, I have been cheated in
several occasions.

Q: How do you inspire Prasadians? Or,what
is your message to Prasadians?
Pradip: Truly speaking, I am proud to be Prasadian.
For my success, even credit goes to Prasadi its
discipline, care, guidelines, method of teaching. It
is always the best the way Prasadi grooms and
guides the students. It is equally highly appreciable
the educational environment it provides to the
students. At last, I wish Prasadians all the best in
your every endeavor. Do good, Study hard, get the
best.
